e Army commander with
leprosy
e fold to go see Elisha




e Goes to the King of Israel
first

e Elisha’s servant “go wash 7x
in the Jordan”




e Arrogant - thinks he’s worth
more

e Eventually washes and is
made clean
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e Wiped clean
o Leprosy of the skin
o Leprosy of the heart
